On page 2, line 19, following "shall be dispensed" to delete "by" and to insert in lieu thereof "under the control of"; and

On page 2, line 20, following "315." to insert the following: "For the purposes of this section, only the pharmacist in charge of an out-of-state pharmacy permitted by the Board of Pharmacy under KRS 315.0351, shall be required to be licensed as a pharmacist with the Kentucky State Board of Pharmacy.  Any pharmacy specified in this section which complies with the provisions of this subsection shall be deemed to be in compliance with this subsection.  A pharmacy located out-of-state shall report electronically all Schedule II to Schedule V controlled substances dispensed to a resident of Kentucky or to an address within Kentucky to the Cabinet for Health Services within sixteen (16) days after the drug is dispensed unless the cabinet grants an exemption.  The report shall include:
(a)
The patient's name;
(b)
The patient's address;
(c)
The drug dispensed;
(d)
The date the drug is dispensed;
(e)
The national drug code number for the drug dispensed;
(f)
The amount dispensed;
(g)
The dispenser's National Association of Board of Pharmacy (NABP) number; and
(h)
The prescribing practitioner's United States Drug Administration number."; and

On page 2, lines 21 through 27, to delete the same and to insert in lieu thereof:

"(10)
A pharmacist dispensing a controlled substance classified in Schedule II shall confirm with the prescriber the validity of the prescription every six (6) months and obtain a signature of the patient or the patient's agent at the time of the delivery of the prescription."; and 

On page 3, lines 1 through 4, to delete the same; and

On page 5, below line 19, to insert the following:

"Section 3.  The Interim Joint Committee on Health and Welfare shall study the abuse of controlled substances.  The study shall consider the practices of pharmacists, pharmacies, and prescribing practitioners as well as the means and methods that violators of the controlled substances and prescription statutes utilize to divert legally obtained drugs for illegal use at all levels of distribution beginning with manufacturers, wholesalers, pharmacies, and the patients themselves.  The committee shall seek the advice of the Kentucky Board of Pharmacy, the Kentucky Board of Medical Licensure, a retail pharmacist, a pharmacist representing a mail service pharmacy, law enforcement, the Cabinet for Health Services and such other resources as the committee deems necessary.  The committee shall make a final report to the Legislative Research Commission consisting of recommended statutory changes, recommended appropriations and potential sources of revenue; and make such other recommendations as it deems necessary.  The report shall be made no later than October 1, 2002."
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
