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AN ACT relating to naming public projects and programs.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 56 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

After the effective date of this section, no agency of the state government shall name a public building, road, bridge, or other structure constructed by or for the agency or a public program administered by the agency for any living person who is a present or former elected public official unless the official:
(1)
Is no longer serving as an elected public official and states in writing, filed with the Secretary of State, that he will not seek election to any public office; or
(2)
Is serving in an office to which he may, by law, be reelected, but states in writing, filed with the Secretary of State, that he will not seek election or reelection to any public office; or

(3)
Is serving his final term in an office to which he may not, by law, be reelected and states in writing, filed with the Secretary of State, that he will not seek election to any public office.
SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 65 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

After the effective date of this section, no unit of local government shall name a public building, road, bridge, or other structure constructed by or for the local government or a public program administered by the local government for any living person who is a present or former elected public official unless the official:
(1)
Is no longer serving as an elected public official and states in writing, filed with the county clerk of his county of residence, that he will not seek election to any public office; or
(2)
Is serving in an office to which he may, by law, be reelected, but states in writing, filed with the county clerk of the county in which he resides, that he will not seek election or reelection to any public office; or

(3)
Is serving his final term in an office to which he may not, by law, be reelected and states in writing, filed with the county clerk of the county in which he resides, that he will not seek election to any public office.

SECTION 3.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 164A IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

After the effective date of this section, no public postsecondary educational institution shall name a public building, road, bridge, or other structure constructed by or for the institution or a public program administered by the institution for any living person who is a present or former elected public official unless the official:
(1)
Is no longer serving as an elected public official and states in writing, filed with the Secretary of State, that he will not seek election to any public office; or
(2)
Is serving in an office to which he may, by law, be reelected, but states in writing, filed with the Secretary of State, that he will not seek election or reelection to any public office; or

(3)
Is serving his final term in an office to which he may not, by law, be reelected and states in writing, filed with the Secretary of State, that he will not seek election to any public office.

SECTION 4.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 162 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

After the effective date of this section, no school district shall name a public building, road, bridge, or other structure constructed by or for the school district or a public program administered by the school district for any living person who is a present or former elected public official unless the official:
(1)
Is no longer serving as an elected public official and states in writing, filed with the county clerk of his county of residence, that he will not seek election to any public office; or
(2)
Is serving in an office to which he may, by law, be reelected, but states in writing, filed with the county clerk of the county in which he resides, that he will not seek election or reelection to any public office; or

(3)
Is serving his final term in an office to which he may not, by law, be reelected and states in writing, filed with the county clerk of the county in which he resides, that he will not seek election to any public office.
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
