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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  The purpose of HB 380 is to require peace officers to obtain an order from District Court to establish or conduct a traffic checkpoint, with the exception of when an immediate threat to the public safety demands the establishment of a checkpoint and sufficient time is not available to obtain a District Court order; and to identify potential threats to public safety.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  House Bill 380 creates a new section of KRS Chapter 189 to regulate law enforcement checkpoints. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  There is no fiscal impact.
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
