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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  HB 381/GA amends KRS 39F.180 to require individuals or organizations, excluding licensed long-care health providers, managing or conducting search and rescue efforts for individuals with organic brain disorders to immediately report such to the local emergency, search and rescue, and Division of Emergency Management officials; allows searches for these individuals to commence without delay, and; restricts public safety answering points, dispatch centers, and 911 centers from delaying any call reporting lost, overdue, or missing persons with organic brain disorders to the appropriate local organizations specified in the county search and rescue annex of the county emergency management plan as responsible for search and rescue efforts. 

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

HB 381/GA amends KRS 39F.180 by adding language that requires persons or organizations, excluding licensed long-care health providers, managing or conducting searches for individuals known or reported to have organic brain disorders, including Alzheimer’s disease, to the local emergency management director, the local search and rescue coordinator (if different from the emergency manager), and the duty officer of the Division of Emergency management; stipulates there is no requirement in Kentucky to delay search or rescue efforts of any lost, missing, or overdue person; allows emergency management, fire, law enforcement, emergency medical services, search and rescue, rescue squad, or similar organizations, upon the report of lost or missing persons, to immediately begin search and rescue efforts, and; prohibits a public safety answering point, emergency dispatch center, or 911 center from delaying any call reporting a person lost, overdue, or missing to the organization specified in the county search and rescue annex of the county emergency management plan as responsible for searching for lost, missing or overdue persons.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

There would be no additional costs associated with reporting search and rescue efforts for individuals with organic brain disorders to the appropriate local search and rescue officials or organizations. 
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
