On page 3, after line 4, insert the following new section to read as follows:

"SECTION 3.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 183 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
All statutes to the contrary notwithstanding, any property owner who resides in a county with a population of thirty thousand (30,000) or greater, and who owns at least one thousand five hundred (1,500) contiguous acres, may construct a landing strip for their personal use that is capable of handling two (2) private aircraft. The landing strip shall not be used for public or commercial purposes.

(2)
The landing strip authorized under this section shall meet all regulations or standards promulgated by the Federal Aviation Administration concerning areas regulated for the safe maneuvering approach and landing of aircraft.

(3)
All local governments shall be prohibited from regulating landing strips authorized under this section and shall be prohibited from enacting planning and zoning ordinances contrary to the provisions of this section.".
