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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

The purpose of HB 395/GA is to expand the prescription drug benefits for people diagnosed with inherited metabolic disease to include low-protein modified food, to raise the cap on medical formulas from $4,000 per plan year to $25,000 per plan year, and establish a separate cap of $4,000 on low protein modified foods.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

Amends KRS 304.17A-139 to expand the prescription drug benefits for people diagnosed with inherited metabolic disease to include low-protein modified food, to raise the cap on medical formulas from $4,000 per plan year to $25,000 per plan year, and establish a separate cap of $4,000 on low protein modified foods.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

The fiscal impact of HB 395/GA is indeterminable due to the inability to forecast the number of insurance carriers that would increase health insurance premiums due to the additional mandated services and the amount of those increases. Based on past claim history, the impact would be in excess of $400,000 on the current state health insurance plan. There are approximately 60 people in Kentucky who are diagnosed with inherited metabolic disease. 
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
