PURPOSE/MECHANICS

BR 1056 expands the prescription drug benefits for those people diagnosed with inherited metabolic disease to include low-protein modified food. The measure also raises the cap on medical formulas from $4,000 per plan year to $25,000 per plan year and established a cap of $4,000 per plan year on low protein modified foods.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of BR 1056 on local governments is indeterminable but likely minimal.  The measure increases the level of prescription benefits for people with inherited metabolic disease.  Currently there are only about 100 people in Kentucky diagnosed with this disease.  For those employers, including local governments, who provided paid health insurance benefits, the increased prescription benefits may raise the cost of maintaining employee health insurance coverage.  However, providing paid employee health insurance is not mandatory.  Should the cost associated with these increased benefits get too high, local governments could choose to no longer provide health insurance coverage at no cost.  Opting out of providing insurance, however, would still result in some minimal administrative cost.
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
