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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  Directs that all diesel fuel sold in the Commonwealth on or after January 1, 2006 and reformulated to achieve federally mandated sulfur reductions requirements shall use biodiesel to meet those requirements.

Provides that during the 2005 interim, that the Interim Joint Committee on Agriculture on Natural Resources shall examine the effects on diesel users and vendors if there is evidence that these provisions would place these industries at a significant disadvantage with respect to competitors in surrounding states, the subcommittee may recommend to the 2006 General Assembly that these provisions should be amended or repealed.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  Creates a new provision of KRS Chapter 363 and provides for the interim study. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The provisions would not have a fiscal impact.
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
