MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  HB 405/HCS creates a new section of KRS Chapter 350 to provide that a mining permit is not required of a landowner if coal extraction, under 5,000 tons, is related to construction, and the coal or proceeds of a coal sale are donated to charitable, governmental, or educational organizations. Provides that within ten days of the effective date of the Act, the Natural Resources and Environmental Protection Cabinet will seek and opinion from the Federal Office of Surface Mining relating to the provisions of this bill.  Provides that the bill becomes effective upon signature of the Governor; but that the provisions of the bill will be implemented on July 1, 2004 or upon receipt of an opinion from the Federal Office of Surface Mining stating that the provisions of the bill are consistent with the Federal Surface Mining Control and Reclamation Act of 1977.  

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HB 405/HCS creates a new section of KRS Chapter 350 to provide that a mining permit is not required of a landowner if coal extraction, under 5,000 tons, is related to construction, and the coal or proceeds of a coal sale are donated to charitable, governmental, or educational organizations; requires that technical assistance be provided to the landowner by the Department for Surface Mining Reclamation and Enforcement to ensure the coal is removed in a safe manner.  

Provides that within ten days of the effective date of the Act, the Natural Resources and Environmental Protection Cabinet will seek and opinion from the Federal Office of Surface Mining relating to the provisions of this bill.  Provides that the bill becomes effective upon signature of the Governor; but that the provisions of the bill will be implemented on July 1, 2004 or upon receipt of an opinion from the Federal Office of Surface Mining stating that the provisions of the bill are consistent with the Federal Surface Mining Control and Reclamation Act of 1977.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  HB 405/HCS has no fiscal impact on the Department of Surface Mining Reclamation and Enforcement because it will not affect permit revenues or staff workload.  
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
