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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  The purpose of HB 415/HCS is to create the Task Force on Recruitment and Retention of Kentucky State Police Officers.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HB 415/HCS creates the Task Force on Recruitment and Retention of Kentucky State Police Officers, provides for the appointment of members; requires the chair and co-chair to be appointed by the Legislative Research Commission; requires a report to be submitted to the Legislative Research Commission by October 1, 2002; and permits the Legislative Research Commission to assign the study to an interim joint committee or subcommittee thereof.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  Please note that HB 415/HCS will not result in any additional costs to the legislative Branch as task forces are considered a normal operating cost of the Legislative Budget and could be covered in the current services budget.
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
