PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The measure modifies the method of reimbursement of monetary penalties in criminal cases to Sheriff offices and jailers.  Restitution payments under this measure would be paid by the defendant to the clerk or court-authorized program run by the county attorney or the Commonwealth attorney of the county.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of BR 327 (HB 452) on local governments is indeterminable, but is expected to be minimal.  The measure modifies the existing reimbursement mechanisms used for county sheriffs and jailers for monetary penalties in criminal cases.  

A representative from the KY Jailers Association indicated reimbursements to county jails would not be affected by the measure.  Additional training for compliance would be given at the annual KY Jailers Association meeting and would be conducted by the Department of Local Government and Auditor of Public Accounts.

A representative from the KY Sheriffs Association indicated the measure would result in a slight decrease in current funding levels for sheriff offices.  

Restitution payments under the measure would be paid by the defendant to the circuit clerk, or a court-authorized program run by the county attorney or the Commonwealth's Attorney of the county.  
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
