MEASURE'S PURPOSE: HB 455/SCS requires the Department for Medicaid Services to apply for a federal waiver, within three (3) months of the effective date of this Act, to provide Medicaid Services to individuals under the age of 21 with a diagnosis of pervasive developmental disorder.  Services, including social skill development and behavioral therapy for infants and toddlers, are required to be provided by health care providers with demonstrated expertise in serving children with a pervasive developmental disorder.  The Cabinet for Health Services shall cap the number of children served to ensure that expenditures do not exceed the total expenditures for children with pervasive developmental disorders that were served during FY 2001-02 under the IMPACT Plus Program. HB 455/SCS also requires all unexpended funds appropriated for the Supports for Community Living waiver shall carry-forward to the next fiscal year to be used for the same purpose.

PROVISION/MECHANICS: HB 455/SCS creates a new section of KRS Chapter 205 to define pervasive developmental disorders and requires the Department for Medicaid Services to apply for a Medicaid waiver for services to children with a diagnosis of pervasive developmental disorders; specifies services to be included in the waiver application; requires the waiver application to be submitted within three (3) months of the effective date of this Act; requires the Cabinet for Health Services to cap the maximum number of children to be served, and limit the dollar amount spent to the total expenditures for children with pervasive developmental disorders for FY 2001-02 under the IMPACT Plus Program; requires a report from the Cabinet on services provided; amends KRS 200.660 to add social skill development and behavioral therapy services to infants and toddlers with a diagnosis of pervasive developmental disorder; amends KRS 200.654, 347.020, and 387.510 to include services to individuals with a pervasive developmental disorder: and amends KRS 205.6317 to require all unexpended funds appropriated for the Supports for Community Living waiver shall be utilized for direct services to qualified individuals and directs that any unexpended funds shall not lapse, but shall carry-forward to the next fiscal year to be used for the same purpose.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  This legislation has no state fiscal impact because program expenditures will be capped at expenditures for the same population under the IMPACT Plus Program.
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
