Text of Legislation:  

Create KRS Chapter 311A relating to emergency medical services and move all statutes currently in KRS 311.652 to KRS 311.658 relating to emergency medical services to the new chapter; increase the Board of Emergency Medical Services membership by one representative from an air ambulance service and one representative from a private ground ambulance service; rewrite provisions relating to discipline and provide for prehearing suspension of license or certification if public safety demands; require hiring a hearing officer to assist the board in the conduct of hearings; define ranges of punishments; change the EMS grant program from a matching program to a block grant program; amend various sections to conform; repeal all statutes in the KRS 311.652 to 311.658 range.

This bill creates a Class D felony for the second offense of misrepresenting themselves as an EMT or improperly operating a school to train EMT’s.  The bill also creates a Class D felony for the second offense of operating an ambulance service on a suspended license.  The Department of Corrections (DOC) estimates that this bill may result in one additional inmate in FY04 with a sentence of two years (15.4 months time-served).

Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
Based upon the information and assumptions noted above, the DOC estimates that this bill may result in approximately one additional inmate in FY04 at a cost of approximately $10,500.
