PURPOSE/MECHANICS

BR 1565 consolidates the wording of KRS Chapter 31 dealing with public advocacy.  It also expands counties to include urban-counties, charter counties, and consolidated local governments as entities authorized to provide programs for the defense of indigent persons. HCS 2 removes the administrative fee of $52.50 paid by the defendant to the Department of Public Advocacy.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

BR 1565 places no fiscal impact on local governments.  According to the Department of Public Advocacy, the measure does not create or take away any responsibilities from local governments.  Although the responsibilities mandated in the statute will now apply to urban-county governments, charter counties, and consolidated local governments, these entities are already complying with KRS Chapter 31.
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
