PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The measure allows members of the police force of sixth class cities to possess all of the common law and statutory powers of constables and sheriffs.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of BR 1917 (HB 489) is indeterminable, but expected to be minimal.  The measure expands powers for police forces of sixth class cities.  

The measure amends KRS 95.019 to allow the chief of police and all members of the police force in cities of the sixth class to possess all of the common law and statutory powers of constables and sheriffs.  Sixth class cities in Kentucky have approximately 4% of the state population.  There are 170 sixth class cities in the state.  Sixth class cities have populations of less than 1,000 residents.

A representative from the Kentucky League of Cities indicated little if any fiscal impact from the measure.  There should be no additional administrative costs associated with the measure.
