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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  The purpose of HB 500 directs the Secretary of Transportation to establish, reasonable and safe speed limits on interstate highways and divided highways with four or more lanes and fully controlled access, a speed limit not to exceed sixty-five miles per hour for all vehicles other than a semitrailer as defined in KRS 189.010, and fifty-five miles per hour for semitrailers as defined in KRS 189.010.

PROVISION/MECHANICS: 2002 HB 500 amends KRS 189.390 to direct the Secretary of Transportation to establish speed limits not to exceed sixty-five miles per hour for all vehicles other than a semitrailer as defined in KRS 189.010, and fifty-five miles per hour for semitrailers as defined in KRS 189.010 on interstate highways and divided highways with four or more lanes and fully controlled access.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  HB 500 would require the installation of approximately 450 new signs to designate dual-posting limits at an estimated cost between $150,000 to $200,000.  
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
