PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The measure no longer requires sheriffs to inspect vehicles being brought into the state that will be registered as a historic vehicle and that currently must obtain a salvage title and be inspected before being issued a rebuilt title.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 506 GA on local government is indeterminable, but is expected to be minimal.  The measure amends KRS 186A.115 to no longer require sheriffs to inspect vehicles being brought into the state that will be registered as a historic vehicle.  It is expected that the measure would affect an extremely low number of vehicles statewide.
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
