On page 15, by inserting the following prior to the number "24.";

"In addition to all the other reporting requirements of KRS Chapters 121 and 121A, all gubernatorial slates, slates' campaign committees, or slates' fundraisers subject to KRS 121A.020 shall file a report of any of the following transactions within twenty-four (24) hours after the transaction is made, if made during the twenty-eight (28) days immediately preceding a primary or regular election, or if made during the fourteen (14) days immediately preceding a runoff primary: (1) Any contribution within the meaning of KRS 121A.010 from the personal moneys of a member of a slate of candidates that has been deposited in the campaign account; (2) Any deposit of funds to the slate's campaign account that may be attributed to the personal moneys of a member of the slate of candidates; or (3) Any expenditure or disbursement authorized, incurred, committed to, reserved for, or made by an authorized agent of any slate of candidates for the purpose of advertising, including the reservation of time or space for the purchase of advertising, from any newspaper, magazine, owner or lessor of billboards, radio or television station or network, direct mail vendor, or other business organization offering communications or advertising services for hire.

Notwithstanding any provision of KRS Chapter 121A or 121, a qualifying slate that has received a transfer from the election campaign fund established under KRS 121A.030, and that has received qualifying contributions in excess of the maximum threshold qualifying amount  under KRS 121A.060(1) in a primary or general election may, in lieu of disposing of qualifying contributions in excess of the maximum threshold qualifying amount in the manner provided by KRS 121A.060, elect either to retain the contributions in excess of the maximum threshold amount up to the expenditure limit provided in KRS 121A.030(1); or place the contributions in a reserve account. If the qualifying slate elects to retain the contributions up to the expenditure limit provided by KRS 121A.030(1), any matching funds to which it is entitled from the campaign election fund shall be reduced, dollar for dollar, by the amount of retained contributions that exceeds the maximum threshold amount under KRS 121A.060(1). If the qualifying slate elects to place the contributions in a reserve account, then those funds shall remain in the reserve account until the Registry determines under KRS 121A.080 that a slate that has not accepted the provisions of this chapter has exceeded the contribution or expenditure limit under KRS 121A.030(1) in a primary, runoff primary, or general election, at which time the qualifying slate may transfer the reserve account funds to the campaign account, and the funds shall then become qualifying contributions for purposes of receiving matching transfers from the election campaign fund. If the registry makes no determination under KRS 121A.080 that a slate that has not accepted the provisions of this chapter has exceeded the contribution or expenditure limit under KRS 121A.030(1), the qualifying slate shall forward to the Registry for deposit in the election campaign fund established under KRS 121A.020 all excess contributions in the reserve account, except that: (1) If a qualifying slate wins the primary nomination and has a reserve account balance at the end of the primary election, the slate may transfer funds from the reserve account to the campaign account, up to the maximum qualifying threshold contribution limit under KRS 121A.060, and those funds may then become qualifying contributions for purposes of receiving transfers from the election campaign fund for the regular election, and any remaining balance shall be retained in the reserve account; or (2) If a qualifying slate is involved in a runoff primary and has a reserve account balance at the end of the primary election, the slate may transfer funds from the reserve account to the campaign account, and those funds may then become qualifying contributions for purposes of receiving transfers from the election campaign fund for the runoff primary election, and any remaining balance shall be retained in the reserve account. For purposes of this section, "reserve account" means a bank account, separate and distinct from the candidate campaign account, maintained by a participating slate that has received transfers from the fund, for the purpose of retaining qualifying contributions in excess of the maximum threshold qualifying amount under KRS 121A.060 for use in a primary, runoff primary, or general election.
Notwithstanding KRS 121A.080(2), 121A.080(4), or any other section of KRS Chapter 121A to the contrary, in a runoff primary election, a qualifying slate of candidates that is released from the expenditure limits in a runoff primary shall be eligible for transfers from the fund in excess of three hundred thousand dollars ($300,000), and shall be eligible to accept qualifying contributions for the runoff primary, and any funds in a reserve account that have been transferred to the campaign account shall be qualifying contributions for purposes of receiving transfers from the fund at a two (2) for one (1) matching ratio.

Notwithstanding the provisions of KRS 121A.030(5) and KRS 121.150(24), no slate of candidates for Governor and Lieutenant Governor shall knowingly accept any campaign contribution during the fourteen (14) days immediately preceding a primary or general election and during the seven (7) days immediately preceding a runoff primary, except for a qualifying slate that qualifies under the provisions of KRS 121A.030(5)(a) for a release from the expenditure limitations or a reduction in the matching rate of fund transfers under the provisions of KRS 121A.030(5)(b)."
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
