PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The measure creates a new section of KRS 69 to grant county detectives the same powers and duties granted to Commonwealth detectives.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of BR 1004 on local governments is indeterminable, but would likely be minimal for county attorney offices that choose to employ detectives to assist in the duties of their offices.

A county attorney's office from one of the larger counties in the state, which is currently employing detectives, indicated salaries are in the mid-thirty thousand dollar range plus expenses.  The measure would enhance the powers of the county detectives to assist the county attorney in all matters pertaining to his office.
