PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HB 535 requires county clerks to refund a filling fee if a candidate is redistricted into a new district after having paid the filing fee and the redistricting renders incorrect any portion of the notification and declaration previously filed.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 535 on local governments is indeterminable, but should be minimal.  Provisions in the bill will have a bearing in those instances when a candidate may file in a district and pay the appropriate filing fee, but is placed in another district during redistricting.  Should that occur, the county clerk will be obligated to refund the candidate his or her filing fee upon demand.  According to an official with the Kentucky County Clerks' Association, there probably will be few of these type situations and it will be a simple matter to grant the refund or perhaps make arrangements to have the candidate file in the proper district.
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
