On page 22, after line 22, by inserting:

"Section 15.
The Natural Resources and Environmental Protection Cabinet shall accept for review applications for new air, water, and waste permits sought by electric generating facilities, including but not limited to, electric generating units, but shall not issue new permits until after June 21, 2003.

Section 16.

The Public Service Commission shall accept for review applications for certificates of convenience and necessity and environmental compatibility and applications requesting declarations that a new electric generating facility is exempt from certain PSC requirements, but shall not issue new certificates or declarations until after June 21, 2003.

Section 17.

This Act shall not apply to applications for electric generating facilities of ten (10) megawatts capacity or less which convert solid waste landfill gas to electricity and which, due to the small scale of these facilities, would contribute little to the state's energy supplies and would have little or no negative impact on the electricity transmission system of the state.

Section 18.

The Energy Reliability and Environmental Safety Task Force is created. The task force shall be composed of seven members of the House of Representatives appointed by the Speaker of the House and seven members of the Senate appointed by the President of the Senate. The Speaker and the President shall each name one of their appointees to serve as co-chairs. Seven members shall constitute a quorum. The task force shall meet monthly, with the first meeting to be held no later than July 30, 2002. The members shall be compensated for attending meetings as provided in KRS 7.090(3) and 7.110(5). 

Section 19.

The General Assembly confirms Executive Order 2001-771, as amended by and incorporated into Executive Order 2002-50, to the extent it is not otherwise confirmed by Sections 15 to 17 of this Act.

Section 20.

Whereas, Executive Order 2001-771, as amended by and incorporated into Executive Order 2002-50, is in effect, an emergency is declared to exist, and Sections 15 to 19 of this Act take effect upon its passage and approval by the Governor or upon its otherwise becoming a law."; and
