MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  This measure allows persons 62 and over to elect not to serve as jurors; requires employers to continue to pay jurors their usual and customary pay during their time or service, less the amount of juror pay received by the employee from the court; increases juror pay to $25 per day; and adds a $10 per day lunch allowance.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  This measure amends KRS 29A.100 to allow persons 62 and over to elect not to serve as jurors; amends KRS 29A.160 to require employers to continue to pay jurors their usual and customary pay during their time or service, less the amount of juror pay received by the employee from the court; and amends KRS 29A.170 to increase juror pay to $25 per day and to add a $10 per day lunch allowance

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  This measure has an indeterminable fiscal impact.

The impact is a result of increasing the pay to jurors from $12.50 per day ($5 for service and $7.5 for reimbursement of expenses) to $42 per day ($25 for service, $7.50 for reimbursement of expenses, and $10 for lunch allowance).  This is approximately a 336% increase.  The current provisions to pay jurors $12.50 per day results in an annual expenditure of approximately $3.7 million.  If this amount is increased by 336%, the estimated annual cost would be $12.3 million.  This would result in a net increase in expenditures totaling $8.6 million.
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
