PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HB 548 provides that cities electing to publish an ordinance in summary will no longer be required to have that summary certified by an attorney.  Under the provisions of the bill, it will be sufficient to have a summary of an ordinance prepared under the supervision of an attorney.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 548 on local governments is indeterminable, but is expected to be minimal.  By removing the requirement to have ordinance summaries certified by an attorney, it is believed that cities will see some modest cost reduction in the development of the summaries.  By requiring only that the ordinance summary be prepared under the supervision of an attorney, it is thought that paralegals or other staff may be enabled to prepare and draft the ordinance summary under supervision.  This may result in lower hourly costs for the drafting of the summaries and lead to a reduction in the cost of developing the summary.  Officials felt this measure would be particularly beneficial to smaller cities with limited budgets.
