"SECTION 3.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 161 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(a)
The Kentucky Department of Education shall establish the job qualifications and professional development requirements for a school food service director, whether the director is a classified or certified employee. The Education Professional Standards Board shall establish the requirements to be a certified director of school food service.

The department shall develop professional development requirements for cafeteria managers. The professional development shall include but not be limited to the following areas:

1.
Nutrition education and menu planning;

2.
Rules and regulations;

3.
Sanitation;

4.
Safety and first aid;

5.
Food preparation and merchandising;

6.
Equipment use and care; and

7.
Efficient use of resources.

Each school district shall appoint a school food service director who is responsible for the management and oversight of the food service program in the district, except two (2) or more contiguous districts may form one (1) "school food service area" and a school food service director shall be selected by the participating school superintendents to oversee the "school food service area."
SECTION 4.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 161 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

The Kentucky Department of Education shall develop a framework for a comprehensive plan of coordinated school health that includes best practices and strategies for state agencies and local school districts to effectively address student health. The framework shall include the following eight (8) components:

Comprehensive school health education;

(b)
Physical education;

(c)
School health services;

(d)
School nutrition services;

(e)
School counseling, psychological, and social services;

(f)
Health school environment;

(g)
School-site health promotion for staff; and

(h)
Family and community involvement in schools.

By January 1, 2003, the Department of Education shall submit the framework to the Legislative Research Commission and to the co-chairs of the Interim Joint Committee on Education.".
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
