AN ACT relating to telephone services for household goods movers.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 278 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
A telephone utility, a corporation that holds a controlling interest in a telephone utility, or any business that is a subsidiary or affiliate of a telephone utility shall, upon request, provide to the chairman of the commission access to the name and address of any subscriber to the utility's telephone service.

(2)
All telephone utilities regulated under this chapter shall refuse telephone service to a new customer, and shall disconnect the telephone service of an existing customer, if the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet provides documentation to the commission and the utility that enforcement remedies available to the cabinet have failed to terminate unlawful advertisement activities conducted by a person who has not been issued a household goods certificate under KRS 281.624. The documentation shall include a finding that probable cause exists to believe:

(a)
The customer is advertising, portraying to the public that the person may perform, or actually be performing moving services without being issued a household goods certificate under KRS 281.624; and

(b)
The customer is attempting to secure telephone services, or is actually using telephone services, as an instrument, directly or indirectly, to violate or to assist in the violation of offering moving services without being issued a household goods certificate under KRS 281.624.
(3)
All applications for telephone services, by operation of law, shall be deemed to contain the provisions of this section. New applicants for service and existing customers shall be deemed to have consented to the provisions of this section as a condition of obtaining or maintaining telephone service.
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
