MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  2002 HB 577 amends KRS 176.070 to require the Transportation Cabinet to develop and implement a process and procedure to perform a life-cycle cost analysis on all highway projects funded in whole or in part with state funds that involve fifteen thousand (15,000) square yards, or more, of paving prior to advertising for bids, and require the Cabinet to utilize the lowest life-cycle cost as the primary consideration in the selection of pavement material type.  HB 577 also requires the Transportation Cabinet to implement a pavement management system to include, but not be limited to, each mile of roadway on the National Highway System in the state. 

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  2002 HB 577 amends KRS 176.070 to provide for the measure’s purpose.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  2002 HB 577 would have an indeterminable impact on the State.  Requiring the Transportation Cabinet to both calculate the life cycle costs for paving projects greater than 15,000 square yards and to implement a pavement management system on each mile of roadway on the National Highway system will have an indeterminable effect on project costs.
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
