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AN ACT relating to highway construction projects.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 176.070 is amended to read as follows:

As used in this section:

(a)
"Cabinet" means the Transportation Cabinet; and

(b)
"Life-cycle cost" means the total of the cost of initial pavement construction plus all reasonably anticipated costs for subsequent maintenance, repair, resurfacing, and user costs over the life of the pavement. It shall include a comparison of equivalent pavement designs and estimates of costs to be incurred throughout the pavement design life of the specific project which shall be based upon historical data from the cabinet appropriate to specific project conditions, including, but not limited to, location, size, and complexity.

The cabinet shall develop and implement a process and procedure to perform a life-cycle cost analysis on all highway projects funded in whole or in part with state funds that involve fifteen thousand (15,000) square yards, or more, of paving prior to advertising for bids under this section. The cabinet shall use the lowest life-cycle cost as the primary consideration in the selection of a pavement material type for the project.

(3)
The cabinet shall develop and implement a pavement management system to include, but not be limited to, each mile of roadway on the National Highway System in the state. The purpose of a pavement management system shall be to ensure that a disproportionate share of pavement will not be due for replacement or major repair at the same time.

After the life-cycle cost analysis, surveys, plans, specifications and estimates have been completed for any road or section thereof, and the type and character of the road has been determined, and the right-of-way obtained, the bureau shall advertise by publication pursuant to KRS Chapter 424, for bids on the work, and may contract for the purchase of all materials necessary for the construction and maintenance of roads.

(5)[(2)]
Before advertising for bids for the construction or reconstruction of any highway, the department may determine the type of improvement desired, and may advertise and receive bids for only the types determined. The advertisement shall make it generally known that the work is to be done, and shall state the place where the bidders may examine the plans and specifications.
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
