PURPOSE/MECHANICS

BR805 grants counties the ability to create a "County Cemetery Board", made up of volunteers, that would oversee the restoration and maintenance of non-profit cemeteries in their area.  These boards would be able to apply for grant money to be used in the restoration and maintenance of these non-profit cemeteries.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of BR 0805 on local governments is indeterminable.  The measure allows those counties with a population under 35,000 to apply for a maximum grant of $10,000.  Those counties with populations equal to or greater than 35,000 could apply for a grant with a maximum value of $15,000.  In 2000, there were 92 counties with populations under 35,000 and 28 with populations over 35,000 in Kentucky.  The County Judge Executive's office in each county would likely incur indeterminable costs associated with the establishment and administrative upkeep of the board.  These costs would be minimal.  According a representative from the Kentucky County Judge Executives Association, the administrative costs would not be significant and any county that could not afford the cost could choose not to form a board.
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
