MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

To amends KRS 164.7879 to permit a student who is a Kentucky resident but attends high school out-of-state while his or her parent or guardian is serving in the United States military service to qualify for Kentucky educational excellence scholarship (KEES) awards; to require the student, parent, or guardian to request the out-of-state institution to report on an official transcript the grade point average of the student; to require the Council on Postsecondary Education to promulgate an administrative regulation to implement the provisions of the Act; to amend KRS 164.7881 to add pharmacy at the University of Kentucky as an eligible program under KEES.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

Amends KRS 164.7879 to permit a student who is a Kentucky resident but attends high school out-of-state while his or her parent or guardian is serving in the United States military service to qualify for Kentucky educational excellence scholarship (KEES) awards; requires the student, parent, or guardian to request the out-of-state institution to report on an official transcript the grade point average of the student; requires the Council on Postsecondary Education to promulgate an administrative regulation to implement the provisions of the Act; amends KRS 164.7881 to add pharmacy at the University of Kentucky as an eligible program under KEES.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

The fiscal impact of HB 59/GA is indeterminable. The chart below shows there are 522 high school age students whom attend high school out-of-state while his or her parent or guardian is serving in the United States military service. In order to determine the fiscal impact of this Act, the number of students that are actually going to return to Kentucky to attend high school or enroll in a program in another state that is not offered in Kentucky must be known; and the amount of award the students would qualify for  must also be known.  This apriori information is not available.  There are no proxy measures or comparable data from other states to use to approximate this information. Absent this information, the following calculations may serve to be useful in discussions.  The current average KEES award is approximately $1,000, the maximum award will be $2,500 in FY 2003-04.   If 25% of the age 14-18 children are High School seniors and if twenty-five percent (25%) of these students enrolled in FY 2001-02 at the average award of $1,000, the cost would be $33,000 =33 students x $1,000; if they qualified for the maximum award of $2,500 the cost would be two and one-half times greater, $82,500 =33 students x $2,500.   The total range of the cost could be from $0 to the maximum amount of $327,500 = 131 students x $2,500 the maximum award.  Since another class would begin in one year, the cost would double in the second year, assuming all students would return to school for their second year.
