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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  2002 HB 597 amends KRS 217.182, KRS 311.560, KRS 311.565, KRS 314.011 and KRS 314.042 authorizing a practitioner, physician, physician assistant, or advanced registered nurse practitioner to prescribe and administer an emergency contraceptive to the extent delegated by the supervising physician.  Also provides that a practitioner, physician, physician assistant, or advanced registered nurse practitioner may authorize, pursuant to protocol developed in an administrative regulation, the dispensing of an emergency contraceptive by a licensed pharmacist to a women, including a women who is not a patient of the practitioner, physician, physician assistant, or advanced registered nurse practitioner if the practitioner, physician, physician assistant or advanced registered nurse practitioner with prescriptive authority is not physically present.  HB 597 also authorizes a licensed pharmacist to dispense emergency contraceptives to a women only upon order or protocol as developed under administrative regulations promulgated by the Board of Pharmacy.  HB 597 requires the Board of Pharmacy to promulgate administrative regulations establishing standards in the prescribing and administering of emergency contraceptives.

Amends KRS 311.723 to include language that notwithstanding any statute to the contrary, nothing in this chapter shall be construed as prohibiting a physician from prescribing or a woman from using emergency contraceptives. 

PROVISION/MECHANICS: Amends KRS 217.182, 311.560, 311.565, 311.723, 314.011, and 314.042 to provide for the measure’s purpose. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  2002 HB 597 has no fiscal impact.
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
