On page 7, after line 4 by inserting the following:

"SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 142 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
As used in this section:

(a)
"Certified historic structure" means a structure that is located within the Commonwealth of Kentucky and is:

1.
Listed individually on the National Register of Historic Places; or

2.
Located in a historic district listed on the National Register of Historic Places and is certified by the director as contributing to the historic significance of the district;

(b)
"Certified rehabilitation" means a completed substantial rehabilitation of a certified historic structure that the director certifies meets the United States Secretary of the Interior's standards for rehabilitation;

(c)
"Director" means the director of the Kentucky Heritage Council;

(d)
"Disqualifying work" means work that is performed within three (3) years of the completion of the certified rehabilitation, and that if performed as part of the rehabilitation certified under this section would have made the rehabilitation ineligible for certification;

(e)
"Exempt entity" means any exempt organization pursuant to Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, political subdivision of the Commonwealth, state or local agency, board, or commission, or quasi-governmental entity;

(f)
"Local government" means a city, county, urban-county, charter county, or consolidated local government; 

(g)
"Owner-occupied residential property" means a building or portion thereof, condominium, or cooperative occupied by the owner as his or her principal residence;

(h)
"Qualified purchased historic home" means any substantially rehabilitated certified historic structure if:

1.
The taxpayer claiming the credit is the first purchaser of the structure after the date of completion of the rehabilitation;

2.
The structure or a portion thereof will be the principal residence of the taxpayer within a reasonable period; and

3.
No credit was allowed to the seller under this section.


A qualified purchased historic home shall be deemed owner-occupied residential property for purposes of this section;
(i)
"Qualified rehabilitation expense" means any amount that is properly chargeable to a capital account, whether or not depreciation is allowed under Section 168 of the Internal Revenue Code, and that is expended in connection with the certified rehabilitation of a certified historic structure. It shall include the cost of restoring landscaping and fencing that contribute to the historic significance of this structure, but shall not include the cost of acquisition of a certified historic structure, enlargement of or additions to an existing building, or the purchase of personal property;

(j)
"Substantial rehabilitation" means rehabilitation of a certified historic structure for which the qualified rehabilitation expenses, during a twenty-four (24) month period selected by the taxpayer or exempt entity, ending with or within the taxable year, exceed:

1.
Twenty thousand dollars ($20,000) for an owner-occupied residential property; or 

2.
For all other property, the greater of:

a.
The adjusted basis of the structure; or

b.
Twenty thousand dollars ($20,000).


In the case of any rehabilitation which may reasonably be expected to be completed in phases set forth in architectural plans and specifications completed before the rehabilitation begins, a sixty (60) month period may be substituted for the twenty-four (24) month period provided for in this paragraph; and
(k)
"Taxpayer" means any individual, corporation, limited liability company, business development corporation, partnership, limited partnership, registered limited liability partnership, sole proprietorship, association, joint stock company, receivership, trust, professional service organization, or other legal entity through which business is conducted.

(2)
There shall be allowed as a credit against the taxes imposed by KRS 141.020, 141.040, 136.070, 136.120, or 136.505, an amount equal to:

(a)
Thirty percent (30%) of the qualified rehabilitation expenses, in the case of owner-occupied residential property; and

(b)
Five percent (5%) of the qualified rehabilitation expenses, in the case of all other property.


In the case of an exempt entity that has incurred qualified rehabilitation expenses, the credit provided in this subsection shall be available to transfer or assign as provided under subsection (7) or (8) of this section.
(3)
The maximum credit which may be claimed with regard to any owner-occupied residential property shall be sixty thousand dollars ($60,000). A taxpayer may first claim the credit in the year following the year in which the certified rehabilitation is completed.
(4)
In the case of a husband and wife filing separate returns or filing separately on a joint return, the credit may be taken by either, or divided equally, but the combined credit shall not exceed sixty thousand dollars ($60,000).

(5)
If the credit amount that may be claimed in any tax year as determined under subsections (2) and (3) of this section exceeds the taxpayer's total tax liabilities under KRS 141.020, 141.040, 136.070, 136.120, or 136.505, the taxpayer may carry the excess tax credit forward until the tax credit is used, provided that any tax credits not used within seven (7) years of the taxable year the certified rehabilitation was complete shall be lost.

(6)
If the taxpayer is a pass-through entity, the credit shall pass through in the same proportion as the distributive share of income or loss is passed.
(7)
Credits received under this section may be transferred or assigned, for some or no consideration, along with any related benefits, rights, responsibilities, and liabilities. Within thirty (30) days of the date of any transfer of credits, the party transferring the credits shall notify the Revenue Cabinet of:
(a)
The name, address, and Social Security number or employer identification number, as may be applicable, of the party to which the credits are transferred;
(b)
The amount of credits transferred; and 
(c)
Any additional information the Revenue Cabinet deems necessary.


The provisions of this subsection shall apply to any credits that pass through to a successor or beneficiary of a taxpayer.
(8)
In the case of a qualified purchased historic home, the purchaser shall be treated as having incurred, on the date of purchase, the expenses paid by the seller of the building which would be qualified rehabilitation expenses if the expenses had been paid by the purchaser.

(9)
For purposes of this section, a lessee of a certified historic structure shall be treated as the owner of the structure if the remaining term of the lease is not less than the minimum period promulgated by administrative regulation by the Kentucky Heritage Council.

(10)
The taxes imposed in KRS 141.020 and 141.040 shall not apply to the value of the amount of the transfer, sale, assignment, or use of a tax credit allowed under this section.

(11)
The Revenue Cabinet shall assess a penalty on any taxpayer or exempt entity that performs disqualifying work on a certified historic structure for which a rehabilitation has been certified under this section in an amount equal to one hundred percent (100%) of the tax credit allowed on the rehabilitation.

(12)
The director may impose fees for processing applications for tax credits, if the fees do not exceed the actual cost associated with processing the applications.

(13)
The director may authorize a local government to perform an initial review of applications for the credit allowed under this section and forward the applications to the director with its recommendations.

(14)
The Kentucky Heritage Council and the Revenue Cabinet may promulgate administrative regulations in accordance with the provisions of KRS Chapter 13A to establish policies and procedures to implement the provisions of subsections (2) to (13) of this section.
SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 142 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
As used in this section:

(a)
"Certified home" means a qualified home on which construction has been completed that has been certified by the director as meeting the historic infill design guidelines promulgated in administrative regulations by the Kentucky Heritage Council;

(b)
"Director" means the director of the Kentucky Heritage Council;

(c)
"Disqualifying work" means work that is performed within three (3) years of the certification of the certified home, and that if performed as part of the construction certified under this section would have made the structure ineligible for certification;

(d)
"Local government" means a city, county, urban-county, charter county, or consolidated local government; 

(e)
"Qualified construction expense" means any amount expended in connection with the construction of a certified home, but shall not include the cost of acquisition of the underlying land, landscaping, or personal property; and

(f)
"Qualified home" means an owner-occupied single-family dwelling, including the residential portion of a mixed-use property, or an addition to or an enlargement of an existing owner-occupied single-family dwelling, constructed after the effective date of this Act that is:

1.
Located within the Commonwealth of Kentucky;

2
Sold for use as the principal residence of the purchaser;

3.
Located in a historic district listed on the National Register of Historic Places; and

4.
Except in the case of an addition to or enlargement of an existing structure, constructed on land on which no structure has existed for the preceding twenty-four (24) month period, other than a structure that the director has determined:

a.
Was not of historic importance; 

b.
Did not contribute to the historic character of the historic district in which it was located; or

c.
Was not otherwise worthy of preservation as a building of unique architectural significance.

(2)
There shall be allowed as a credit against the tax imposed by KRS 141.020, an amount equal to ten percent (10%) of the taxpayer's qualified construction expenses made to a certified home.
(3)
The maximum credit which may be claimed by any taxpayer shall be twenty thousand dollars ($20,000). A taxpayer may first claim the credit in the year following the year in which the certified home is sold for use as the principal residence of the purchaser.

(4)
In the case of a husband and wife filing separate returns or filing separately on a joint return, the credit may be taken by either, or divided equally, but the combined credit shall not exceed twenty thousand dollars ($20,000).
(5)
No credit shall be allowed with respect to a structure located on land on which an existing structure has been demolished within the preceding twenty-four (24) month period, unless the director shall make a finding that the demolished structure was not of historic importance, did not contribute to the historic character of the historic district in which it was located, or was not otherwise worthy of preservation as a building of unique architectural importance.
(6)
If the credit amount that may be claimed in any tax year as determined under subsections (2) and (3) of this section exceeds the taxpayer's total tax liability under KRS 141.020, the taxpayer may carry the excess tax credit forward until the tax credit is used, provided that any tax credits not used within seven (7) years of the taxable year the certified home was complete shall be lost.

(7)
Credits received under this section may be transferred or assigned, for some or no consideration, along with any related benefits, rights, responsibilities, and liabilities. Within thirty (30) days of the date of any transfer of credits, the party transferring the credits shall notify the Revenue Cabinet of:
(a)
The name, address, and Social Security number or employer identification number, as may be applicable, of the party to which the credits are transferred;
(b)
The amount of credits transferred; and 
(c)
Any additional information the Revenue Cabinet deems necessary.


The provisions of this subsection shall apply to any credits that pass through to a beneficiary of a taxpayer.
(8)
The tax imposed in KRS 141.020 shall not apply to the value of the amount of the transfer, sale, assignment, or use of a tax credit allowed under this section.

(9)
The Revenue Cabinet shall assess a penalty on any owner performing disqualifying work on a certified home in an amount equal to one hundred percent (100%) of the tax credit allowed on the rehabilitation.

(10)
The director may impose fees for processing applications for tax credits, provided that the fees do not exceed the actual cost associated with processing the applications.

(11)
The director may authorize a local government to perform an initial review of applications for the credit allowed under this section and forward the applications to the director with its recommendations.

(12)
The Kentucky Heritage Council and the Revenue Cabinet may promulgate administrative regulations in accordance with the provisions of KRS Chapter 13A to establish policies and procedures to implement the provisions of subsections (2) to (11) of this section, including administrative regulations outlining the historic infill design guidelines to ensure the compatibility of the exterior design, scale, and siting of the certified home with the structures in its immediate vicinity and the historic district in which it is located. 
SECTION 3.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 142 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
There is hereby created the "Neighborhood Redevelopment Housing Award Program" to be administered by the director of the Kentucky Housing Corporation.

(2)
As used in this section:

(a)
"Approved area" means an area that meets the description contained in KRS 99A.020;

(b)
"Approved buyer" means a first-time home buyer whose family income is at or below eighty percent (80%) of the area median income for the Commonwealth as determined by the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development;

(c)
"Depressed property" means a:

1.
Single-family residence that is in need of repair, is abandoned, or is otherwise substandard or unsanitary, that requires at least twenty thousand dollars ($20,000) in rehabilitation expenditures and that can reasonably be expected to appraise for eighty thousand dollars ($80,000) or less when reconstructed or repaired; or 
2.
Vacant lot in an approved area on which a single-family residence will be built that can reasonably be expected to appraise for eighty thousand dollars ($80,000) or less when completed. 

The eighty thousand dollar ($80,000) limitation shall be adjusted by the director of the Kentucky Housing Corporation on July 1 of each year based upon any increase or decrease in the Consumer Price Index in the preceding calendar year; and
(d)
"Lending institution" means any entity that makes a loan under this section.
(3)
An approved buyer of a depressed property in an approved area shall be eligible for a neighborhood redevelopment housing award. The award amount shall be ten percent (10%) of the appraised value of the renovated property.
(4)
An application for an award shall be submitted by the lending institution to the Kentucky Housing Corporation in a format approved by the Kentucky Housing Corporation. The Kentucky Housing Corporation shall advise the lending institution if the award is approved before the sale of the approved property is completed. The total amount of awards to be approved through the Neighborhood Redevelopment Housing Award Program shall be two million dollars ($2,000,000) per year.

(5)
The approved award shall be paid to or on behalf of the buyer, at the time of purchase of the property, by the lending institution. The lending institution shall be reimbursed for the amount of the award by claiming the credit in subsection (6) of this section. The lending institution shall be required to make available to the buyer a mortgage loan equal to ninety percent (90%) of the appraised value of the renovated or constructed property.

(6)
There shall be allowed a nonrefundable credit against the taxes imposed by KRS 141.020, 141.040, 136.070, 136.120, and 136.505 for a lending institution making awards under the neighborhood redevelopment housing award program. The amount of the credit shall be equal to the amount of approved awards approved by the Kentucky Housing Corporation under subsection (4) of this section and paid by the lending institution to approved buyers during the taxable year. A lending institution may first claim the credit in the year following the year in which the property is sold.

(7)
In the case of a husband and wife filing separate returns or filing separately on a joint return, the credit may be taken by either, or divided equally.
(8)
If the credit amount that may be claimed in any tax year as determined under subsection (6) of this section exceeds the taxpayer's total tax liability under KRS 141.020, 141.040, 136.070, 136.120, or 136.505, the taxpayer may carry the excess tax credit forward until the tax credit is used, provided that any tax credits not used within seven (7) years of the taxable year the renovation was complete shall be lost.

(9)
If the lending institution is a pass-through entity, the credit shall pass through in the same proportion as the distributive share of income or loss is passed.

(10)
Credits received under this section may be transferred or assigned, for some or no consideration, along with any related benefits, rights, responsibilities, and liabilities. Within thirty (30) days of the date of any transfer of credits, the party transferring the credits shall notify the Revenue Cabinet of:
(a)
The name, address, and Social Security number or employer identification number, as may be applicable, of the party to which the credits are transferred;
(b)
The amount of credits transferred; and 
(c)
Any additional information the Revenue Cabinet deems necessary.


The provisions of this subsection shall apply to any credits that pass through to a successor or beneficiary of a lending institution.
(11)
The tax imposed in KRS 141.020 or 141.040 shall not apply to the value of the amount of the transfer, sale, assignment, or use of a tax credit allowed under this section.

(12)
An approved buyer who receives an award under this program shall agree to restrictions on the sale of the property if it is resold within (10) years. If the property is sold within ten (10) years, the selling price shall not exceed the appraised value on which the award was computed, plus any additional improvements, increased by five percent (5%) for each year, or part thereof, the property was owned by the approved buyer, and the approved buyer shall repay to the Kentucky Housing Corporation the amount determined in subsection (3) of this section. If the property is not sold within ten (10) years, no part of the award shall be required to be repaid, and no restriction shall be placed on the selling price.

Section 4.   KRS 141.0205 is amended to read as follows:

The economic development credits computed under KRS 141.347, 141.400, 141.403, 141.407, and 154.12-2088;

(c)
The health insurance credit permitted by KRS 141.062;

(d)
The tax paid to other states credit permitted by KRS 141.070;

(e)
The credit for hiring the unemployed permitted by KRS 141.065;

(f)
The recycling or composting equipment credit permitted by KRS 141.390;

(g)
The tax credit for cash contributions in investment funds permitted by KRS 154.20-263;

(h)
The low income credit permitted by KRS 141.066;

(i)
The household and dependent care credit permitted by KRS 141.067;[ and]
(j)
The coal incentive credit permitted under KRS 141.0405;

(k)
The certified rehabilitation credit permitted under Section 6 of this Act;

(l)
The certified home credit permitted under Section 7 of this Act; and

(m)
The neighborhood redevelopment housing credit permitted under Section 8 of this Act.

After the application of the nonrefundable credits in subsection (1) of this section, the refundable credits against the tax imposed by KRS 141.020 shall be taken in the following order:

(a)
The individual withholding tax credit permitted by KRS 141.350; and

(b)
The individual estimated tax payment credit permitted by KRS 141.305.

(3)
The nonrefundable credits against the tax imposed by KRS 141.040 shall be taken in the following order:

(a)
The economic development credits computed under KRS 141.347, 141.400, 141.403, 141.407, and 154.12-2088;

(b)
The health insurance credit permitted by KRS 141.062;

(c)
The unemployment credit permitted by KRS 141.065;

(d)
The recycling or composting equipment credit permitted by KRS 141.390;

(e)
The coal conversion credit permitted by KRS 141.041;

(f)
The enterprise zone credit permitted by KRS 154.45-090;

(g)
The tax credit for cash contributions to investment funds permitted by KRS 154.20-263;[ and]
(h)
The coal incentive credit permitted under KRS 141.0405;

(i)
The certified rehabilitation credit permitted under Section 6 of this Act;

(j)
The certified home credit permitted under Section 7 of this Act; and

(k)
The neighborhood redevelopment housing credit permitted under Section 8 of this Act.

After the application of the nonrefundable credits in subsection (3) of this section, the refundable corporation estimated tax payment credit permitted by KRS 141.044 shall be allowed as a credit against the tax imposed by KRS 141.040."; and
