PURPOSE/MECHANICS

BR 2010 requires all mayoral appointments in consolidated local governments to be consented to by the consolidated local government council.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of BR 2010 on local governments is indeterminable but minimal.  A consolidated local government refers to the consolidated city and county government in a first class city.  Kentucky does not currently have any consolidated local governments.  In 2003, Jefferson County and Louisville will merge to create a consolidated local government.  The requirement that all mayoral appointments must receive the consent of the legislative council will place a slight administrative cost on consolidated local governments.
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
