Create new sections of KRS Chapter 171 to establish the Military Heritage Commission and charge the commission with designation and protection of military heritage sites and military heritage objects; define prohibited and permitted activities with regard to military heritage sites and military heritage objects; establish penalty. 



Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

This bill creates a Class D felony (2nd and subsequent offense) for damage, removal, etc., relating to a military heritage site or object.  The Department estimates that passage of this bill may result in approximately one additional inmate per year with a 1-year sentence.

Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
Based upon the assumptions noted above, the Department of Corrections (DOC) estimates that passage of this bill may result in one additional inmate per year with a 1-year sentence.  The average time-served would be approximately 7.5 months based upon the Department’s recent experience.  The cost would be approximately $6,600 in FY03 and FY04 at the Class D jail rate.
