PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The bill would create the Kentucky Military Heritage Commission, and provide for the designation of a geographic site as a military heritage site and the designation of an object as a military heritage object.  Any person or organization could nominate publicly owned property for designation as a military heritage site or a military heritage object.  (Private property must be nominated by the owner or with the written approval of the owner.)

The bill would also create the crimes of unauthorized destruction, removal, sale, gift, loan, or significant alteration of a military heritage site or a military heritage object, and designate the crimes as a Class D felony.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of the bill on local governments is indeterminable, but likely would be minimal.  Cities or counties which own property that the local government wishes to have designated as a military heritage site or object would incur an expense in preparing the nomination and representing the government before the Kentucky Heritage Commission.  Conceivably, cities or counties could also incur an expense in testifying in opposition to, or in support of, a nomination, made by a person or organization other that the city or county, to designate property owned by the city or county as a military heritage site or object.

Local governments would be responsible for housing persons charged with the crimes created by HB 62 GA through the period of their conviction and sentencing, at the local government's expense (the state would fully reimburse counties for housing the prisoners after sentencing), however, the number of events constituting a crime would be expected to be small.

Local law enforcement personnel would require additional training to become familiar with the bill's provisions.
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
