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AN ACT relating to criminal justice records.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 17 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
The uniform offense report code number and associated descriptive information relating to an arrest, conviction, criminal action, or criminal record shall not be a public record.

(2)
When the Department of State Police, a police department, a sheriff's office, or any other law enforcement agency releases information or records relating to an arrest, conviction, criminal action, or criminal record, other than as provided in KRS 61.878, the department, sheriff's office, or other law enforcement agency shall redact the uniform offense report code number and associated descriptive information from the information or record which is released.

This section shall not preclude the release of Kentucky Revised Statute numbers and Kentucky Revised Statutes headnotes relating to any offense and other information relating to the offense not constituting uniform offense code descriptive information which is covered by the elements of the offense charged.

(4)
(a)
When the Department of State Police discovers an error in a uniform offense report code entry on a uniform citation, or other record, the department shall correct the record and shall notify the Administrative Office of the Courts and the originating agency of the correction.

(b)
When a police department, a sheriff's office, or any other law enforcement agency discovers an error on a uniform citation or other record, the department shall correct the record and shall notify the Department of State Police and the Administrative Office of the Courts of the correction.
SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 27A IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
The uniform offense report code number and associated descriptive information relating to an arrest, conviction, criminal action, or criminal record shall not be a public record.

(2)
When the Administrative Office of the Courts releases information or records relating to an arrest, conviction, criminal action, or criminal record, other than as provided in KRS 61.878, the Administrative Office of the Courts shall redact the uniform offense report code number and associated descriptive information from the record which is released.

(3)
This section shall not preclude the release of Kentucky Revised Statutes numbers and Kentucky Revised Statutes headnotes relating to any offense and other information relating to the offense not constituting uniform offense code descriptive information which is covered by the elements of the offense charged.

(4)
When the Administrative Office of the Courts discovers an error in a uniform offense report code entry on a uniform citation or other record, the Administrative Office of the Courts shall correct the record and shall notify the Department of State Police and the originating agency of the correction.
SECTION 3.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 30A IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
The uniform offense report code number and associated descriptive information relating to an arrest, conviction, criminal action, or criminal record shall not be a public record.
(2)
When the circuit clerk or clerk of any other court of the Court of Justice releases information or records relating to an arrest, conviction, criminal action, or criminal record, other than as provided in KRS 61.878, the clerk shall redact the uniform offense report code number and associated descriptive information from the information or record which is released.
(3)
This section shall not preclude the release of Kentucky Revised Statutes numbers and Kentucky Revised Statutes headnotes relating to any offense and other information relating to the offense not constituting uniform offense code descriptive information which is covered by the elements of the offense charged.

(4)
When the circuit clerk or clerk of any other court of the Court of Justice discovers an error in a uniform offense report code number on a uniform citation or other document, the clerk shall correct the error and notify the Administrative Office of the Courts, the Department of State Police, and the originating agency of the correction.
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
