MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

This measure moves Commonwealth’s Attorney for the Fortieth Judicial Circuit (Honorable C. Clay Hundley, Jr.) to the Twenty-ninth Judicial Circuit, moves the Commonwealth’s Attorney for the Twenty-ninth Judicial Circuit (Honorable Larry E. Rogers) to the Fifty-seventh Judicial Circuit; and creates a vacancy for Commonwealth’s Attorney in the Twenty-ninth Judicial Circuit.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  This measure moves one Commonwealth's attorney's representation from the Twenty-ninth Judicial Circuit to the Fortieth Judicial Circuit; moves another Commonwealth's attorney's representation from the Fortieth Judicial Circuit to the Fifty-seventh Judicial Circuit; allows a vacancy to exist in the office of Commonwealth's attorney for the Twenty-ninth Judicial Circuit until such vacancy is filled by gubernatorial appointment or election, whichever occurs first; base provisions of bill on a 2001 amendment to KRS 23A.020 which changed judicial circuits and created a new judicial circuit; EMERGENCY

FISCAL EXPLANATION: The 2001 General Assembly changed the composition of the Twenty-ninth and Fortieth Judicial Circuits to create the Fifty-seventh Judicial Circuit.  As a result of the change in composition, it has become necessary to realign the elected officials in the affected circuits so they will reside in the Judicial Circuit in which they serve. 

The fiscal impact for this measure totals approximately $26,400 in FY 2001-02, $104,700 in FY 2002-03, and $106,200 in FY 2003-04.  The funding will provide the increase from a part-time salary level to full-time salary level for the Commonwealth’s Attorney and secretary, rent, and operating costs for a full-time Commonwealth’s Attorney office in the Fortieth Judicial Circuit.

The fiscal impact is a result of moving a Commonwealth’s Attorney from a circuit which has been authorized to have a full-time Commonwealth’s Attorney to an office that is designated to be part-time.  KRS 15.757 (2) does not allow a circuit that has been authorized to have a full-time Commonwealth’s attorney to revert to part-time status for that position.  

The Commonwealth’s Attorney representing the Twenty-ninth Judicial Circuit, which is a full-time circuit, is receiving a salary and operating costs which are commensurate to a full-time circuit.  This position will be moved to the Fortieth Judicial Circuit.  The Commonwealth’s Attorney who represents the Fortieth Judicial Circuit, which is a part-time circuit, is receiving a salary and minimal operating costs which are commensurate to a part-time office.  This position will be moved to the Fifty-seventh Judicial Circuit.  (The funding for the Commonwealth’s Attorney who will represent the Fifty-seventh Judicial Circuit is provided funding in the FB 2002-2004 State/Executive Branch Budget Recommendation commensurate to a full-time office.)
