MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  The purpose of HB 639/HCS is to increase the penalty for leaving the scene of an accident when a person is seriously injured or killed to a Class D felony.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HB 639/HCS creates two new sections of KRS Chapter 520 to define the crimes of leaving the scene of an accident in the first degree and in the second degree; provides penalties of a Class D felony and Class A misdemeanor respectively; amends KRS 189.580 to delete subsection (1) and to add a 48-hour requirement under the previous subsection (2); and amends KRS 186.560, 189.990, 189.999, 431.005, 431.015, and 431.410 to conform.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The fiscal impact of House Bill 639/HCS is approximately $10,500 in FY 2002-03 and $13,500 in FY 2003-04.  This is based on an estimated one additional inmate in FY 2002-03 and two additional inmates in FY 2003-04.
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
