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AN ACT relating to reorganization.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 278 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
There is hereby established the Kentucky State Energy Policy Advisory Board which shall plan and develop a coordinated statewide energy policy hereafter referred to as "board". The board shall be composed of seventeen (17) members appointed by the Governor as follows:

(a)
A designee of the Governor;

(b)
The secretary of the Natural Resources and Environmental Protection Cabinet or his or her designee;

(c)
The secretary of the Public Protection and Regulation Cabinet or his or her designee;

(d)
The secretary of the Economic Development Cabinet or his or her designee;

(e)
The chairman of the Public Service Commission or his or her designee;

(f)
The director of the Division of Energy, Department of Natural Resources or his or her designee;

(g)
The director of the Kentucky Center for Applied Energy and Research, University of Kentucky or his or her designee; and

(h)
Ten (10) at-large members.

(2)
The Governor shall appoint the chairperson of the board, who shall serve at the pleasure of the Governor.

(3)
The ten (10) at-large members shall initially be appointed for staggered terms and thereafter shall serve four (4) year terms. The at-large members shall be as follows:

(a)
One (1) representative of the Kentucky coal industry;

(b)
Two (2) representatives of the Kentucky utility industry;

(c)
One (1) representative of industrial facilities;

(d)
One (1) representative of the interests of the oil and gas industry;

(e)
Two (2) consumers;

(f)
One (1) environmental advocate;

(g)
One (1) representative of the United States Enrichment Corporation in Western Kentucky; and

(h)
One (1) member from the Municipal Electric Power Association of Kentucky.

(4)
Any vacancy of one (1) of the at-large members shall be filled in the same manner provided in the initial appointment to the board. Appointment of a new at-large member shall be for the remainder of the unexpired term.

(5)
No member of the board shall receive a salary, fee, or other remuneration for services as a member of the board, but each member shall be reimbursed for travel expenses incurred in the performance of duties as a board member.

(6)
The board shall be attached to the Public Service Commission for administrative purposes. The Public Service Commission may hire an executive director for the board, provide staffing assistance as necessary, and expend appropriated funds on behalf of the board.

(7)
The board shall meet as it deems appropriate.

(8)
The board may impose reasonable reporting requirements on state agencies and on private entities in the business of supplying energy and energy services to consumers to provide information the board deems necessary to enable the board to carry out its responsibilities.

Section 2.   The General Assembly hereby confirms Executive Order 2001-607, dated May 16, 2001; Executive Order 2001-772, dated June 19, 2001; and Executive Order 2001-889, dated July 11, 2001, which establish the Kentucky State Energy Policy Advisory Board, to the extent that the Executive Orders are not otherwise confirmed by this Act.
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
