Create new sections of KRS Chapter 218A to criminalize possession and sale of a methamphetamine precursor;.

This bill creates two new Class D felonies: Unlawful Possession of a Methamphetamine Precursor and Unlawful Distribution of a Methamphetamine Precursor.  While it is likely that persons convicted of these offenses would also probably be convicted of more serious drug felonies, the Department of Corrections (DOC) estimates that this portion of the bill could result in approximately two additional felony commitments in FY03 and FY04 with a two-year sentence (14.8 months time-served).



Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
Based upon the facts and assumptions noted above, this bill in the estimation of the DOC may result in approximately two additional inmates in FY03 at a cost of approximately $21,000 and four additional inmates in FY04 at an approximate cost of $25,900.
