PURPOSE/MECHANICS

BR 2216 amends KRS 431.078 relating to the expungement of misdemeanor records to specify disqualifying convictions, convictions which require further consideration by the court prior to granting or denying the motion for expungement, and convictions where expungements shall be granted.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

BR 2216 will not result in a fiscal impact on county governments.  According to the Administrative Office of the Courts, all District Court expenses resulting from actions on motions for expungements would be reimbursed by the State.  While the measure may reduce the number of expungements granted by the courts, the savings associated with this reduction would be at the State not the county level.
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
