PURPOSE/MECHANICS

BR881 would make illegal the pawning, pledging, depositing, or otherwise transferring personal property to a pawnbroker that was subject to a security interest or stolen.  Local law enforcement officials would be responsible for policing this provision and district courts would be responsible for initial prosecution.  

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST


The fiscal impact of BR 881 on local governments is indeterminable, but likely would be minimal.  According to a representative from the Kentucky Association of Chiefs of Police, investigation into such a matter would likely be the result of an ongoing investigation and would simply result in an addition criminal charge being added.  This should pose little financial hardship on the local law enforcement agency.  Similarly, when such a matter reached the district court system, it would most likely only be an additional charge added to existing charges causing very little additional money to be spent by the courts.
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
