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AN ACT relating to Medicaid.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS 205.510 TO 205.645 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
The Cabinet for Health Services may negotiate with drug manufacturers to obtain services or products as a condition of a product or products being provided to Medicaid recipients without prior authorization. These services or products may include but not be limited to the following:

(a)
Disease management programs to offset prescription drug costs;

(b)
Drug product donation programs;

(c)
Drug utilization control programs;

(d)
Prescriber and beneficiary counseling and education;
(e)
Initiatives to prevent fraud and abuse;
(f)
Initiatives to promote the development of electronic health networks;
(g)
Case management programs using nonlicensed personnel;
(h)
Electronic programs to track utilization of Medicaid services;
(i)
Programs to provide medications to seniors;
(j)
Initiatives to reduce emergency room and hospitalization costs;
(k)
Programs to promote culturally sensitive care for Medicaid recipients, including programs to overcome language barriers; and
(l)
Programs to promote healthy lifestyles, including nutrition, exercise, and stress management.
(2)
The cabinet has the authority to seek any federal waiver to implement the initiatives under subsection (1) of this section.
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
