Text of Legislation:  

Create new sections of KRS Chapter 437 to prohibit persons from interfering with other persons' rights of access to reproductive health service facilities; provide criminal and civil penalties therefor; grant coextensive jurisdiction to the Attorney General, Commonwealth's attorneys, and county attorneys to enforce provisions thereof; EMERGENCY.

This bill creates several new felony offenses relative to violation of this proposed act.  The penalty is increased from a Class B Misdemeanor up to a Class A felony.  While there is a potential for multiple commitments to the Department of Corrections (DOC) resulting from passage of the bill, the DOC estimates this the bill could result in approximately one additional commitment each year with a three-year sentence (average 22.8 months time-served).

Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
Based upon the information and assumptions noted above, the DOC estimates that passage of this bill could result in approximately one additional inmate in FY03 at a cost of approximately $10,500 and approximately two additional inmates in FY04 at a cost of approximately $21,000.
