PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The measure amends KRS 189.030, relating to time when lights must be used on motor vehicles.  The measure requires low beam headlights to be illuminated at all times windshield wipers are in use as a result of rain, fog, sleet, snow, hail, or any other unfavorable atmospheric condition that reduces visibility; prohibit the use of parking lights in lieu of low beam headlights.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of BR 362 (HB 666) on local governments is indeterminable, but is expected to be minimal.  Local law enforcement agencies will be required to enforce the provisions of the ACT relating to motor vehicles having their headlights on at all times the windshield wipers are in use.  The measure will require additional enforcement duties for law enforcement agencies.  However, law enforcement duties related to accident responses could decrease, due to motor vehicles operating with increased visibility, possibly resulting in fewer accidents.
