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AN ACT relating to Medicaid payment for health care services in a primary care center, federally qualified health center, or rural health clinic.
Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS 205.510 TO 205.645 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

For the purpose of Medicaid reimbursement to a primary care center, federally qualified health center, or rural health clinic, the Cabinet for Health Services shall define "health care provider" to include a health care provider whose services may properly be reimbursed under federal law, including a physician, osteopathic physician, physician assistant, podiatrist, optometrist, advanced registered nurse practitioner, dentist, and oral surgeon.

SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS 205.510 TO 205.645 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
For the purpose of Medicaid reimbursement to a primary care center, federally qualified health center, or rural health clinic, the Cabinet for Health Services shall reimburse for only one (1) visit on the same day at a single location if the patient has an encounter with one (1) or multiple health professionals, except as provided in subsections (2) and (3) of this section.

(2)
The Cabinet for Health Services shall reimburse for two (2) visits on the same day at the same location if:
(a)
After the first encounter, the patient suffers an illness or injury that requires additional diagnosis or treatment; or
(b)
The patient has a medical visit and another health visit.
(3)
For the purposes of this section:
(a)
"Medical visit" means a face-to-face encounter between a patient and a physician, osteopathic physician, physician assistant, or advanced registered nurse practitioner; and
(b)
"Another health visit" means a face-to-face encounter between a patient and a podiatrist, optometrist, dentist, or oral surgeon.
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
