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AN ACT relating to absentee voting for persons with disabilities.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 117.075 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
Any qualified voter who has not been declared mentally disabled by a court of competent jurisdiction, and who, on account of age, disability, or illness, is not able to appear at the polls on election day or for whom age, disability, or illness creates difficulty or hardship in appearing at the polls on election day may vote in the following manner. At least seven (7) days prior to the date of the election and prior to the close of normal business hours, he shall present to the clerk by mail or in person his application for an absentee ballot containing a verified statement that his inability to appear or difficulty or hardship in appearing is due to age, disability, or illness. The request for the application may be made by telephone, facsimile machine, mail, or in person. Upon receipt of the application, the clerk shall immediately mail to the voter an absentee ballot and envelopes, and the voter shall cast his vote in accordance with KRS 117.086. The ballot shall be returned by the voter to the county clerk by mail.

(2)
Ballots furnished pursuant to the provisions of this section shall include the names of all candidates for which the voter is entitled to vote.
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
