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AN ACT relating to fertilizer and pesticide use and application.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 217B.105 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
No person shall act in the capacity of a dealer, or shall engage or offer to engage in the business of, advertise as, or assume to act as a dealer without having registered as a dealer with the department.

(2)
Application for a dealer registration shall be in the form and shall contain the information prescribed by the department. Each application shall be accompanied by a fee of fifty dollars ($50). All registrations issued under this section shall expire on December 31 of the year for which they are issued. The registration for a dealer may be renewed annually upon application to the department, accompanied by a fee of fifty dollars ($50) for each registration, on or before the first day of January of the calendar year for which the registration is issued.

(3)
No person shall be registered as a dealer without proof of financial responsibility as required by KRS 217B.130.

(4)
A dealer shall register each branch office location.

(5)
Application for a branch office registration shall be in the form and shall contain the information prescribed by the department. Each application shall be accompanied by a fee of twenty-five dollars ($25). All registrations issued under this section shall expire on December 31. The registration for a branch office may be renewed annually upon application to the department, accompanied by a fee of twenty-five dollars ($25) for each registration, on or before the first of January of the calendar year for which the registration is issued. No branch office registration may be issued unless the applicant is registered as a dealer.

(6)
If a licensed operator with a valid operator's license under KRS 217B.070 is required by the department to register as a pesticide dealer under KRS 217B.070(3), and employs no other licensed operators, no additional fees shall be required when registering for the pesticide dealer's license.

(7)
The department shall issue to each applicant who satisfies the requirements of this section a registration which entitles the applicant to conduct the business described in the application for the calendar year for which the registration is issued, unless the registration is sooner revoked or suspended.

(8)[(7)]
The department shall promulgate administrative regulations requiring dealers to maintain records with respect to their operations as it determines are necessary for the effective enforcement of this chapter. The records shall include, but not be limited to, brands and amounts of restricted use pesticides sold, and the buyer's name, address, use of the pesticide, and certification number. Records required under this section shall extend to financial data, sales data, shipment data, and personnel data. The records are to be retained for a period of two (2) years from the time of sale. For the purposes of enforcing the provisions of this chapter, any dealer shall, upon request of the department, furnish or permit the department at all reasonable times to have access to, and to copy, records as required by this section.

Section 2.   KRS 217B.170 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
The department shall require an annual fee of ten dollars ($10) for each aircraft to be registered and a fee of ten dollars ($10) for each piece of ground equipment to be registered, in the business of applying pesticides to the lands of another within this state.

(a)
Only motorized or mechanized pieces of ground equipment that are subject to calibration or inspection under KRS 217B.160 shall be registered and charged the fee in accordance with subsection (1) of this section.

(b)
Should any equipment fail to pass inspection under KRS 217B.160, the department shall, pending inquiry and reinspection, suspend or revoke the registration. In addition to the required inspection, unannounced inspections may be made without charge to determine if equipment is properly calibrated and maintained in conformance with applicable laws and administrative regulations.

(2)
All registered equipment shall be identified by a license plate or decal furnished by the department, and shall be affixed in a location and manner upon the equipment as prescribed by the department.
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
