On page 3, after line 25, by inserting;

"SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 278 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

The General Assembly finds that in 1992, in recognition and furtherance of the leadership role of the Kentucky River Authority regarding the waters of the Kentucky River basin, the Natural Resources and Environmental Protection Cabinet was directed to issue water-related permits only if the permits were consistent with the long-range water resource plan and drought response plan developed by the authority. The General Assembly determines that it is now necessary to extend the leadership of the authority into deliberations on water supply services provided by public utilities. To accomplish this goal, the General Assembly declares that orders by the commission relating to the rules, regulations, practices, equipment, appliances, facilities, or service, or to the method of manufacture, distribution, transmission, storage, or supply employed by, any water utility subject to its jurisdiction shall be consistent with the administrative regulations promulgated by the Kentucky River Authority, and the long-range water resource plan and drought response plan developed by the authority. The commission shall request the authority to submit the authority's finding of consistency on any matter before the commission related to a water utility and shall not issue an order on the matter unless the authority has submitted a finding of consistency."; and


on line 26, by renumbering "Section 2" as "Section 3"; and


on line 27, after "by" by deleting "this Act," and inserting "Section 1 of this Act, Section 1 of" and after "2003." by inserting "The Kentucky River Authority shall review the current water use fees implemented under KRS 151.723 to determine if the fees may be discounted or eliminated based upon such factors as rate of water usage, convenience to the payor, administrative efficiency, or other factors deemed relevant by the authority. The authority shall report its findings and make recommendations to the Legislative Research Commission by November 15, 2003."
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
