PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HB 729 allows cities to fix the compensation of non-elected city officers in accordance with a personnel and pay classification plan, rather than having to set the pay by ordinance each time there is a change to a non-elected official's compensation.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

HB 729 will result in a minimal cost savings for city governments.  According to a representative from the Kentucky League of Cities, salaries for non-elected officials must now be set through a published city ordinance.  HB 729 would save city governments the cost of publishing an ordinance each time a non-elected official has some change to his or her level of compensation.  There would be a one time cost of amending the city's pay and compensation plan to include the salaries of non-elected officials.
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
