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AN ACT proposing an amendment to the Constitution of Kentucky relating to powers of the General Assembly.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   IT IS PROPOSED THAT A NEW SECTION BE ADDED TO THE CONSTITUTION OF KENTUCKY TO READ AND BE NUMBERED AS FOLLOWS:

Section 36a. If an administrative regulation is found deficient according to an administrative regulation review process established by the General Assembly, including any process which delegates authority to a legislative oversight committee to make the finding of deficiency during or between sessions of the General Assembly, then the administrative regulation shall not become effective unless it is approved by the General Assembly during its next regular session following the finding of deficiency.

Section 2.   This amendment shall be submitted to the voters of the Commonwealth for their ratification or rejection at the time and in the manner provided for under Sections 256 and 257 of the Constitution and under KRS 118.415. The proposed amendment shall be summarized on the ballot and presented to the voters in the following language: "Are you in favor of amending the Constitution of Kentucky to provide that if a state regulation is found to be legally deficient, according to a process established by the General Assembly, it shall not take effect unless the General Assembly votes to approve the regulation during its next regular session?"
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
